Requires public school students seven years of age or younger who are beginning educational program to have 
vision screening. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Provides that certain uses of Native American mascots are not acts of discrimination.

Extends, by one year, grants distributed to small school districts through State School Fund.
