FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Authorizes Public Employees Retirement Board to establish procedures for 
recovering administrative costs from participating public employers for providing to those employers information 
or services needed to report in compliance with generally accepted accounting principles. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Authorizes Department of Human Services to appear as party in juvenile court 
proceeding without appearance of Attorney General at any uncontested hearing and any hearing where district 
attorney appears on behalf of state and positions of department and state are not in conflict. 

Directs Youth Development Council to allocate funds available to support community-based prevention and 
intervention programs and services based on indicators of need for youth ages 6 through 20. 
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
