SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Exempts establishment where practitioner dispenses drugs from laws and rules related to regu-
lation of drug outlets if establishment and practitioner meet certain criteria.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to drug outlets; and declaring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2014 Act is added to and made a part of ORS chapter 689.

SECTION 2. (1) Except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, the provisions of this

chapter relating to the regulation of drug outlets and the rules adopted by the State Board

of Pharmacy under this chapter relating to the regulation of drug outlets do not apply to an

establishment where a physician, osteopath, nurse practitioner, clinical nurse specialist,

physician assistant, naturopathic physician, dentist, veterinarian or other practitioner dis-

penses drugs if:

(a) The establishment is the place where the practitioner practices the practitioner’s

profession; and

(b) The practitioner is authorized under the laws of this state to dispense drugs.

(2) This section does not apply to an establishment that must register as a drug outlet

with the board under ORS 677.511 (2)(b)(D).

SECTION 3. This 2014 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public

peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2014 Act takes effect

on its passage.
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
