CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/8/2016 AGENDA: Modifies provisions relating to unmanned aircraft systems, 
commonly known as drones. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/8/2016 AGENDA: Prohibits official action relating to employment or 
certification of police officer solely because police officer is on impeachment list or because of unproven 
allegation that police officer committed act or omission of kind for which name of police officer may be placed on 
impeachment list. 

Authorizes county governing body to establish multidisciplinary elderly or vulnerable person fatality review team 
to assist local organizations and agencies in identifying and reviewing fatalities involving abuse or neglect of 
elderly or vulnerable persons. 

Provides affirmative defense to public or nonprofit organization employee whistleblowers who provide 
information to certain entities. 

Requires person adjudicated or found responsible except for insanity by juvenile court for act that, if committed by
adult, would constitute felony sex crime to report as sex offender if juvenile court or Psychiatric Security Review 
Board jurisdiction over person ended prior to August 12, 2015, or if ordered by court. 

Establishes Task Force on County Jail Inmate Health Care Coverage.
