HB 4013
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/9/2016 AGENDA: Authorizes county governing body to establish
multidisciplinary elderly or vulnerable person fatality review team to assist local organizations and agencies in
identifying and reviewing fatalities involving abuse or neglect of elderly or vulnerable persons.

HB 4066
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/9/2016 AGENDA: Modifies provisions relating to unmanned aircraft systems,
commonly known as drones.

HB 4067
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/9/2016 AGENDA: Provides affirmative defense to public or nonprofit
organization employee whistleblowers who provide information to certain entities.

HB 4074
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/9/2016 AGENDA: Requires person adjudicated or found responsible except for
insanity by juvenile court for act that, if committed by adult, would constitute felony sex crime to report as sex
offender if juvenile court or Psychiatric Security Review Board jurisdiction over person ended prior to August 12,
2015, or if ordered by court.

HB 4087
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/9/2016 AGENDA: Prohibits official action relating to employment or
certification of police officer solely because police officer is on impeachment list or because of unproven
allegation that police officer committed act or omission of kind for which name of police officer may be placed on
impeachment list.

HB 4045 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Establishes mandatory minimum sentences for crimes of unlawful possession of a firearm and felon in possession
of a firearm.

HB 4075 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means

Replaces School Safety Hotline established by Department of Justice with statewide tip line established by
Department of State Police for anonymous reporting of information concerning threats to student safety.
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HB 4093 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means

Authorizes board of commissioners of county that has legislative authorization to receive certain funds for
construction or capital improvements to courthouse to impose surcharge on certain civil court fees.

HB 4123 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs State Board of Parole and Post-Prison Supervision to establish by rule community service exchange
program for person to enter into agreement with community-based organization to perform community service in
lieu of payment for delinquent fines or debts.

HB 4142
Prohibits person performing private security services to wear uniform or badge or utilize vehicle that would cause
reasonable person to believe that private security professional is affiliated with public or private safety agency.

HB 4147
Prohibits transfer of firearm by dealer or private party if Department of State Police is unable to determine whether
recipient is qualified to receive firearm.
