“MERIT BASED CRITERIA

“SECTION 8. ORS 475B.145 is amended to read:

“475B.145. (1) In adopting rules related to industry best practices under

ORS 475B.070, 475B.090, 475B.100 and 475B.110, the Oregon Liquor Control

Commission [may] shall establish merit-based criteria for licensure or re-

newal of licensure[, including, but not limited to, possession of a developed

business plan, access to sufficient capital, offering living wages and benefits

to employees, provision of training and apprenticeship, provision of community

benefits, implementation of best environmental practices and implementation

of consumer safety practices.] and give priority to applicants for licensure

or renewal of licensure that demonstrate an ability to meet, or dem-

onstrate having met, the criteria.

“(2) In establishing merit-based criteria under subsection (1) of this

section, the commission shall establish criteria by which the commis-

sion may evaluate the applicant’s ability to successfully operate the

type of business for which the applicant is seeking a license. The

commission shall establish the following criteria:
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“(a) Whether the applicant is registered with the Oregon Health

Authority under ORS 475B.420, 475B.435 or 475B.450;

“(b) Whether the applicant has a business plan;

“(c) Whether the applicant has access to sufficient capital;

“(d) Whether the applicant offers living wages and benefits to em-

ployees;

“(e) Whether the applicant provides training or apprenticeship op-

portunities to employees;

“(f) Whether the applicant has a plan to provide community bene-

fits or to implement environmental best practices or consumer safety

practices; and

“(g) Any other criteria by which the commission may determine the

applicant’s ability to successfully operate the type of business for

which the applicant is applying.

“OPERATIVE DATE

“SECTION 9. (1) The amendments to ORS 475B.145 by section 8 of

this 2016 Act become operative on July 1, 2016.

“(2) The Oregon Liquor Control Commission may take any action

before the operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section that

is necessary to enable the commission to exercise, on and after the

operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section, all the duties,

powers and functions conferred on the commission by the amendments

to ORS 475B.145 by section 8 of this 2016 Act.”.
