FUTURE PLANS FOR UUV RESEARCH

= Members of the CJC Research Team have begin to meet on an ad hoc basis with various stakeholders to gather
more detail on the crime of UUV as well as observed trends, including members of law enforcement, district
attorneys and defense attorneys, community corrections, victims, etc.

= These meetings have provided context about issues such as:
=  The use of stolen cars as a means of temporary transportation
= The influence of market forces on stolen goods associated with UUV crimes
= The seasonality of UUV crime trends and types of cars stolen
= The role played by smart keys

= Geographic clusters and trends in UUV crimes
