I have taken my time to submit this email, because there is so much to say, it's almost overwhelming. |
could send you hundreds--no, thousands--of pages of scientific data, doctor's statements, peer-
reviewed/published medical studies, and anecdotal reports that detail why a bill like this is extremely
dangerous for the health of Oregonian children. | have been researching this ever since my son's vaccine
injury 6 years ago.
