> CONGRESSIONAL

> “Representatives . . . shall be apportioned among the several States . . . according to their respective Numbers[.]” Art. |, section 2,

» Art. I,I section 2, U.S. Constitution also requires congressional apportionment to be based on an “actual Enumeration” of U.S.
population

» Strict, mathematical equality — as close to equal as practicable

> Article IV, section 6 (1), OreEon Constitution requires state legislative ap]portionment to be “determined by dividing the total
population of the state by the number of Senators and by the number ot Representatives.”

» Overall range may be greater than for congressional districts
» Presumptively valid if under 10%
» Oregon Constitution/ORS 188.010 (1)(b) could possibly require more precise population equality than Equal Protection Clause
