Salgo de mi casa con mucho
miedo. No compro en las tiendas.

Me gustaria que los representantes y senadores entendieran que la migracion nos estd cambiando
la vida. La depresidon que tiene mi esposa porque yo tengo toda la carga del trabajo por el miedo
a salir. La renta ha subido y el plan de salud no cubre muchas cosas.

La Ley para Proteger Su Puerta fortalece nuestro derecho constitucional a la seguridad en
nuestros propios hogares. Si alguien viola nuestras protecciones constitucionales al entrar en
nuestra casa sin una orden judicial valida firmada por un juez o sin nuestro consentimiento,
podemos demandar personalmente por los dafios y perjuicios causados.

My name is Raul, I am from the state of Guerrero, Mexico and I speak Spanish. I have lived in
Woodburn for 40 years. [ am writing in strong support of HB 4114, the Protect Your Door Act.

I have worked in the fields. I worked for 16 years in the pine forests, picking pine cones. Now I
work in a sawmill.

The presence of immigration enforcement has affected my life. It is affecting me now because
my wife can no longer work out of fear. I am bearing the entire financial burden. The rent, the
food, the depression is already taking its toll. I have had to borrow money because we don't have
enough.

I have had to change my routine. Before, I could go out and do things with my wife. But now |
only leave my house to go to work. And from work back home. I leave my house with a lot of
fear. I don't shop at the stores anymore.

I would like the representatives and senators to understand that immigration enforcement is
changing our lives. My wife is suffering from depression because I have to carry the entire
burden of work due to her fear of going out. The rent has gone up, and our health insurance
doesn't cover many things.

The Protect Your Door Act strengthens our constitutional rights to be secure in our own homes.
If anyone violates our constitutional protections by entering our home without a valid warrant
signed by a judge or our consent then we can sue them personally for damages and harm they
have caused. Our constitutional rights are only meaningful when enforceable. Families across the
state and country have seen their Constitutional rights violated without accountability. HB 4114
holds individuals personally responsible for infringing on someone’s right to privacy and security
in their home. I urge legislators to pass HB 4114.
