I am writing in strong support of HB 4079 to
Safeguard Students and Families.

In past years, I worked in the fields. The presence of immigration enforcement has affected my
life. It affects me because I had to leave work to take my daughters to school because the
insecurity of not being able to drive due to the presence of immigration officers near the schools
is stressful and worrying for everyone. It is very difficult to explain this to our children. It is very
sad to hear them talk about what is happening to the families of their friends.

I have made changes to my routines. We have reduced our outings; work has decreased. We
hardly go out at all anymore. We only go out for the most essential things. If the federal
government cuts more essential services, it will make our lives even more difficult.

I would like the representatives and senators to understand that we experience a lot of fear,
stress, and worry. There is a great deal of insecurity when it comes to carrying out our daily
routines.

Schools are hubs of learning, engagement and safety, and they must remain that way. Any time
there is an incident involving law enforcement or unknown persons with access to weapons in or
around school locations there must be clear process and communication.
