My name is Angela and I am from Mexico. I have lived in Oregon for 37 years. I am writing in
support of HB 4111, Immigrant Anti-Discrimination Protections.

I have worked in the fields for over 30 years. I have worked in nurseries, canneries, garlic farms,
berry farms, and all kinds of harvesting.

The presence of immigration enforcement has affected me greatly because I cannot go out to buy
food, go to the doctor, or look for work. I am afraid of being arrested by immigration officers.
Even in my sleep, I dream that I see immigration officers.

I want to tell the representatives and senators that the presence of immigration enforcement in
Oregon is affecting us greatly because we are no longer free to leave our homes. Not even to go
to the doctor or look for work. Not even to visit my relatives.

It would completely devastate me if the federal government cut more essential services.

We should all be able to live and work without fear in Oregon. Immigrant Oregonians should be
able to seek justice, update their workplace documents and not be profiled simply because they
come from an immigrant family. All Oregonians should be able to live and thrive in our state,
regardless of where we were born or when we arrived in Oregon. I ask the legislators to support
