My name is Leobarda. I speak Spanish. I have lived in the state of Oregon for 40 years. [ am
writing in support of HB 4111, Immigrant Anti-Discrimination Protections.

I worked for 10 years in a nursery and 6 years in a cannery.

The presence of immigration enforcement agents affects me greatly. We have seen situations
where even people with documents have been arrested, beaten, and charged with crimes, and
they are treated without respect. Because of this, I don't leave my house anymore due to fear.

Everything has changed completely. We are afraid to go grocery shopping. The federal agents
have no respect. They kill and beat families. Even the children are being greatly affected.

We should all be able to live and work without fear in Oregon. Immigrant Oregonians should be
able to seek justice, update their workplace documents and not be profiled simply because they
come from an immigrant family. All Oregonians should be able to live and thrive in our state,
regardless of where we were born or when we arrived in Oregon. I ask the legislators to support
