I am experiencing
stress and anxiety. It's even worse that I can't sleep because I'm constantly worried about being
apprehended by immigration authorities. I have nowhere to go. I never thought this would
happen. What's happening is a nightmare.

Now, with everything that's happening with immigration, we don't go out to buy food anymore.
We are very afraid. | have made changes in my life because of the presence of immigration
enforcement. I stopped working because I'm afraid of immigration authorities and I'm afraid of
losing everything I have here.

I would like to tell the representatives and senators that the presence of immigration enforcement
in Oregon is affecting me greatly because I can no longer work. I can't even go to the store to
buy food. Sometimes I run out of food.

We should all be able to live and work without fear in Oregon. Immigrant Oregonians should be
able to seek justice, update their workplace documents and not be profiled simply because they
come from an immigrant family. All Oregonians should be able to live and thrive in our state,
regardless of where we were born or when we arrived in Oregon. I ask the legislators to support
HB 4111.
