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As reported by OPB, Oregon Measure 114 passed with 1.2 to 2 percentage points,
approximately 50.6% to 50.7% of the vote, passing by just over 30,000 votes. That's
smaller than the estimated population of Keizer compared to Oregon’s estimated
population of 4 million. That's saying it passed by 2 million 30 thousand to 2 million
so we need to ram this through, no matter what. That vote was in November 2022.
As reported by Statesman Journal, written testimony to HB 4145 this month in the
Oregon Legislative Information System is 74% opposed.

Voters can and do change their minds and 74% is greater than 50.7%.

As reported by Statesman Journal, The Salem Reporter, and Oregon Public
Broadcasting, in order for me to even be submitting testimony in opposition of HB
4145 to the Senate, Representative Kropf needed to “let out an audible sigh” say ‘I
want to stand at ease for a minute”, “creating a hostile working environment” for
Representative Tran for her “No” vote to change to a “Yes” vote. And for a formal
conduct complaint filed against Representative Kropf on February 16th to be formally
dismissed by the Legislative Equity Office on February 18th.

All of this doesn't stink. This reeks.

Representative Mannix tried to do the right thing during his House Motion to re-refer
to Judiciary.

The Trump Administration has made me embarrassed to be an American and a
Veteran, and this legislative session is making me embarrassed as an Oregonian.
The House of Representatives didn't do their jobs. Senators, please have respect in
yourselves, this process, or at least the people, to halt these shenanigans. The
Oregon Supreme Court has heard Mz 114, please slow down to allow them to do
their job.
